LEGISLATIVE UPDATE by: Kissel E&S Associates

The 99 Legislature began its Second Session on January 4, 2006. The senators have spent the first few weeks
introducing over 500 bills and resolutions, debating contentious issues left over from the first session in the
morning, and listening to public testimony on new bills in the afternoon.

A number of Senators introduced bills that impact the Highway Trust Fund. Senator Hudkins introduced LB
814 that increases the motor fuel taxes and also transfers a currently imposed %2 cent sales tax on vehicles from
the General Fund into the Highway Trust Fund. Senator Smith introduced LB 857 that would also transfer that
same %2 cent sales tax to the Highway Trust Fund. Senator Redfield introduced LB 837 that diverts the license
plate fee paid for a Purple Heart license plate from the Highway Trust Fund to the Nebraska Veteran Cemetery
Endowment Fund. Senators Beutler (LB 935), Brown (LB 1057), and Raikes (LB 1056) introduced legislation that
changes how the money is distributed to cities and counties. Whereas LBs 935 and 1056 are simple changes to
the current formula, LB 1057 establishes the Roads to Economic Development Fund to fund roads and streets
infrastructure that furthers economic development in the state.

Senator Kremer introduced LB 1147 that would eliminate the requirements that the Director of Natural Resources
be a professional engineer and have five years of experience in irrigation work.

The Natural Resources Committee introduced LB 975 in response to a 2005, 2" Circuit Court of Appeals decision
regarding a US Environmental Protection Act (EPA) rule on Concentrated Animal Feeding Operations (CAFOs).
The decision vacated elements of the CAFO rule, which the court determined were beyond the authority of the
federal agency. The EPA is currently revising the rule to reflect the decision. LB 975 is an attempt for the state
to comply with federal requirements and still allow for some flexibility once the new rule is adopted.

Finally, there were a number of bills introduced by Senator Connealy to promote the use of ethanol. LB
1186 creates the Renewable Fuel Infrastructure Cost-Share Program, LB 1187 provides for the sale and use of

alternative fuel, and LB 1198 provides for microscale producers of biofuel.
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PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERS COALITION UPDATE:
The Professional Engineers Coalition met on Monday January 30, 2006 at the ACEC/N state office to
determine its position on those bills of interest to the coalition.

Greg Wood, Legislative Chairperson of ACEC/N testified in opposition to Legislative Bill 1147, a bill
introduced by Senator Kremer to eliminate the qualifications of the Director of Natural Resources.
Last year, Senator Kremer introduced LB 359 which specifically removes the requirement that the
Director be a licensed professional engineer. Unlike LB 359, LB 1147 outright repeals Neb. Rev. Stat
Section 61-201, thus removing all qualifications for the position. LB 359 is a carryover bill from last
year and remains in the Natural Resources Committee.

The Professional Engineers Coalition will support LBs 857 and 904, introduced by Senators Smith and
Baker which change the motor vehicle sales tax revenue distribution by returning one-half cent to the
Highway Trust Fund. LBs 857 and 904 will be heard by the Revenue Committee on March 1, 2006 at
1:30 p.m. in Room 1524 of the State Capitol.

The next meeting of the Professional Engineers Coalition is tentatively scheduled for Monday, March
6, 2006.

SEH Omaha office manager Rocky Keehn was part of the team for a 2006 Minnesota ACEC Grand Award Project,
the Hiawatha Avenue (TH55) / Crosstown (TH62) Interchange completed for the Minnesota Department of
Transportation. He led a water resources team that did the preliminary design of the drainage system and
provided hydrologic and hydraulic design support through final design and construction.

This highly visible project converted a congested at-grade signalized intersection on Crosstown to a folded
diamond interchange at the south end of a 20-year improvement to Hiawatha Avenue from Downtown
Minneapolis to the Mpls/St. Paul International Airport. The interchange underwent nearly constant design
revisions to accommodate the Hiawatha LRT, the Minneapolis Airport Commission’s (MAC) runway extension,
water quality issues for Minnehaha Creek, the presence of a nearby historic spring and, most challenging, high
groundwater.

Required modifications required depressing TH 62 approximately 15 feet below grade as it passed under the
TH 55 extension. Temporary and permanent excavation or construction had the potential to negatively impact
the groundwater flow and quality of historic Camp Coldwater Spring located just 1,300 feet away. Of the three
groundwater solutions studied, SEH and Mn/DOT engineers chose to elevate the eastbound lanes of TH 62 and
construct a multi-layer “reverse bathtub” geotechnical liner that covered approximately six acres and required
28,000 square yards of welded lining. The design included a sufficient factor of safety to keep it from floating
during periods of extremely high groundwater table and to minimize groundwater flow diversion from the
spring. According to experts in the geosynthetics field, nothing like the reverse bathtub had been attempted
before, making the solution’s ability to meet the following five design objectives all the more critical:

. ensure groundwater flow to the spring was neither obstructed nor diminished

. provide an escape valve for groundwater elevations higher than the design elevation

. provide a water-tight barrier between the groundwater and the road subgrade

. provide a collection and monitoring system for groundwater leaks into road subgrade

. provide a collection and monitoring system for groundwater losses during periods when groundwater

levels rise

above the design elevation

An Ashland trunk sewer installation was featured in the December 2005 issue of Trenchless Technology
magazine, a national trade publication serving the construction industry.

The project used a relatively new underground boring method, Pilot Tube Microtunneling (PTMT), to install
nearly half of the sewer line. This type of installation saved residents” driveways and landscaping, avoided
existing utility lines and minimized street closings near the middle/high school. The project team also set an
industry record for the United States” longest drive with 12-inch clay jacking pipe — 400 feet.

“This project helped the City get ready for expanded growth,” said Wes Blecke, then city administrator for
Ashland. Blecke now lives in Wayne, where he is involved in the economic development of the area.

Olsson Associates (OA) served as the design engineer and project manager, but since PTMT is new to this area
of the Midwest, OA and Ashland officials worked together to examine the site, soil conditions and location of
existing utilities to determine that it was the appropriate trenchless method for the project.

“The PTMT installation method worked well with this project not only from the calculated aspects of dirt, rock,
pavement and pipe, but from the social impacts that were kept to a minimum. This type of project doesn’t go
well unless you have a good team working together. Everyone from the client to the contractor made this a
success,” said Shayne Huxoll, project manager with Olsson Associates. “From our perspective, it's a welcome
change to speak positively about a sewer pipe that very few people ever see. To be honest  hope we don’t speak
of it ever again!” In addition to Olsson Associates and the City of Ashland, other groups involved in the project
were Horizontal Boring & Tunneling Co., Judds Bros. Construction Co., Mission Clay Products and Akkerman
Trenchless Equipment Specialists.

The project was a $3.5 million dollar renovation of Lewis Central Titan Hill School in Council
Bluffs. The majority of the project consisted of adding a 100% geothermal heat pump system, variable volume
flow pump system with VECs, direct digital control system for automation of lighting and HVAC systems, high
efficiency condensing type domestic water heating systems, automated, dual-level lighting controls, occupancy
sensors and water conserving technologies. The project also incorporated a small addition for Administration
offices and some re-programming of spaces along with addressing key code issues by installing corridor walls
to roof deck and adding a fire protection system. The owner received an $112,000 cash incentive for the project
and the project was delivered on time and under budget. One interesting factoid, the thermal conductivity was
only unity and the boreholes were only 110" deep, yet the project was a complete success, proving geothermal
technology, when designed correctly, can be successfully applied in many locations of the region.

The award was accepted in January, 2006.

./ 4 The Mulhall’s Nursery Design project serves as a non-public
/, nursery operation to generate trees and other landscaping
plantings for Mulhall’'s, a commercial and residential
landscaping company in Omaha. The client had three primary
needs: to establish a new nursery space with an overhead
sprinkler system, to efficiently use the available storm and
surface water, and to re-use the nutrient-rich irrigation water.
| The area also needed to service maintenance vehicles to move

the plantings. This location, despite site challenges, was
essential because of its proximity to existing facilities.

OA designed a system to store the water needed for Mulhall’s
new nursery. Water from Big Papillion Creek, storm runoff,
and rainwater could all be stored in a reservoir and used to
effectively irrigate the plantings with little to no water loss,
unlike the 75 percent of water lost to runoff and evaporation
using traditional irrigation methods. The open reservoir
was entirely excavated below ground to meet floodplain

requirements and was large enough to provide
several days of irrigation when needed.

Also, 2.6 miles of service roads were constructed
throughout the 38-acre site. The roads are used
for transportation and serve as paths for drainage.
Another major client request was met through the
clearance for and development of a service road
under the major roadway connecting the new and
existing facilities. This new road will save time
for staff and help with public safety and roadway
maintenance by allowing Mulhall’s service vehicles

to avoid the nearby major intersection.

IRS SETS STANDARD
MILEAGE RATES FOR 2006

The IRS has lowered the optional standard mileage rate for 2006 to 44.5 cents per mile for business miles driven, down
from the 48.5 cent rate set for the last third of 2005. The standard mileage rate is used to calculate the deductible costs of
operating a vehicle for business, charitable, medical or moving purposes. The 48.5 cent rate set for the last four months of
2005 was a one-time adjustment in response to

the sharp increase in gas prices, which topped $3 a gallon. The standard mileage rate for the first two-thirds of 2005 was
set at 40.5 cents per mile. “The IRS took the extraordinary step of temporarily increasing the standard mileage rates in the
aftermath of Hurricane Katrina,” said IRS Commissioner Mark Everson. “We promised to continue closely monitoring
the situation. The 2006 mileage rates reflect that gas prices have dropped.” Beginning Jan. 1, 2006, the standard mileage
rates for use of a car (including vans and pickup trucks) for medical or moving purposes will be 18 cents per mile. The
rate for miles driven in service of charitable organizations, other than activities related to Katrina, will be 14 cents per mile.
For 2006, the Katrina-related charitable rates will be 32 cents per mile for deduction purposes and 44.5 cents per mile for
reimbursement purposes.
